Mountains are under an increasing pressure related to economic and infrastructural developments. Mountain Regions are very sensitive geosystems to Global Change. At the same time, they offer a variety of goods and services to mankind. The extreme events related to climate change provide some times best opportunities to analyse geomorphological processes in different environments and to outline their regional differentiations and their impact on human activities. The Conference will promote exchange of ideas and methods for the investigation of landslides, floods and associated geomorphic processes in connection with Global Environmental Change.
