1 Aims and Objective

The 14" Joint Geomorphological Meeting (JGMrings together geomorphologists from
five countries: Romania, Italy, Belgium, France, Greece. At the beginning, the objective was
represented by the annual working meetings of the Romanian and Italian geomorphologists,
starting in 1995 (Cluj-Napoca, Romania) until 2003. At the gth Meeting of Reims (2004),
geomorphologists from Belgium and France joined also. At the 13 Meeting (Porto-Heli, Greece,
2008) the geomorphological working group from Greece adhered too. The Joint
Geomorphological Meeting (JGM3 a group which organizes annual meetings through each of
the participant countries. This type of meeting has an international and open character, without
being registered as a working group at IAG, and without having a leader or a status. What brings
experts together in this kind of events is the desire to debate upon problems related to
landforms, culture and civilization, as well as the need for social interconnections and friendships.

Each meeting had a well defined theme. The 14" Joint Geomorphological Meeting (JGM)
is dedicated to the contemporary directions ithe study of therelief.

Contemporary geomorphology, as an Earth science, has a profound pragmatical character,

required by the society's development and the diverse and intensive use of land, in relation to the
structural characteristics of the bedrock. Among lands, the most exposed to natural and human
induced hazards and risks, are fluvial valleys and coastal belts, where big urban agglomerations
have developed. In this sense, mapping of landforms may be considered as a methodology as well
as a technique used not only in basic geomorphological research but also in several fields of
application.

Abstracts

The abstract paper should follow some requirements: to be presented on a A4 format,
with the title in capitals, the names of the authors (first the last names then the initials of the
surnames) all in capitals, the professional address with e-mails, all centered. The text should be of
about 300-500 words, with 3-5 keywords, formatted in the Word program, in Times New Roman
font, 12, space 1, and lateral spaces of 2,5.

The abstracts will be printed in the Volume of Abstracts that will be distributed to the
registered persons during the Conference. The submitted abstracts must be accompanied by the
registration form and a payment proof.

Posters:

Every author can choose between the two presentation forms: oral or visual (by poster).

The size of the poster should not exceed 1.5 m length and 1 m width.
