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The 9th International Conference on Geomorphology in New Delhi was one of the biggest conferences that I have attended. First of all, I would like to thank to the Selection Committee appointed by the Executive Committee of the International Association of Geomorphologists (IAG) who choose me as one of the IAG Young Geomorphologist Grants Awardee. Personally, this grants was very important for me due to this is like "an obligatory achievements" as a geomorphologist in an early career. Moreover, previously, the Young Geomorphologists Award was also earned by lecturers from my faculty i.e., Dr. Danang Sri Hadmoko in Melbourne (2009) and Paris (2013) as well as Prof. Muh Aris Marfai in Melbourne in 2009.
